DEMOOTER

A thousand pardons Heral d!
NARRATOR

Denoot er comes panting in behind Cctober and Fi sh.
BUSTER

Denooter, sweetheart! | told you | didn't want any

visitors! Wiat’s going through that big bovine brain of
yours thinking |’d--
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OCTOBER
We're here to give you a warning.

BUSTER
A .. A.. Awarning!? Wo sent you!?

DEMOOTER
Pl ease forgive ne, Herald of Air, these two tricked ne
and- -

BUSTER
Who are they!? What are they warning ne about!?

NARRATOR
Fish with Legs rushes over to the person-sized desk.
The butterfly flinches, cowering behind his
butterfly-sized desk.

FI SH WTH LEGS
Hello. I"'mFish with Legs. I'"'ma fish with legs. I'm
the Elenental Creature of water. And | have a | ot of
guestions about how life is here.

BUSTER
El enental Creature of water?

FI SH WTH LEGS
Yeah. I’mfromthe gl bclb. And we do things very
differently there. But I think we’ve both |ived very
simlar sheltered lives. And | want you to know t hat
you don’t have to live this way.

BUSTER
Sheltered |ives?

FI SH WTH LEGS
This is one of nmy protectors. And friend. Cctober
Jones. But soon best friend. Maybe. Those things take
tinme.

OCTOBER
Sorry to bother you Herald, but this is urgent.

BUSTER
Urgent Herald news?

OCTOBER
Yes.

NARRATOR
The butterfly settles hinself into his seat.
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BUSTER
Oct ober Jones? That’'s a dunb nane, you know that right?
Not that | nean you any offense. | just call "emlike I
see ’'em

OCTOBER
And what’s your nanme?

BUSTER
Buster Fly the butterfly, Herald of Air.

OCTOBER
O course.

BUSTER
Wiy don’t you two take a seat?

DEMOOTER
Are you certain, Herald?

BUSTER
O course. M casa es su casa as the cucarachas say.

OCTOBER
How hospi t abl e.

NARRATOR
Fi sh and October sit across from Buster.

BUSTER
You two spooked the spell out of this specific specinen
for a second there. Barging in and yelling that you' re
giving me a warning. | thought you two were... Well |
wasn’t sure who you were.

FI SH WTH LEGS
|’mso sorry. We didn’t nean to scare you.

BUSTER
There are a | ot of people out there in the business of
scaring this particular insect. I’ve net a |ot of folks
who um.. | wouldn't quite consider conpadres.

OCTOBER

Vell that actually brings us to our--

FI SH WTH LEGS
Wait. What? You ve net a |lot of people? | thought
Denpot er keeps visitors away from you?

BUSTER

That’'s because | asked her to. To keep away the
i n- conpadr es.
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FI SH WTH LEGS
So how did you neet peopl e?

BUSTER
Ch, y know... |’'ve traveled... Spent sone tine out and
about... Wat was that warning you said you had?
OCTOBER

Yes, thank you. W’ re--

FI SH WTH LEGS
You' ve travel ed!? Where did you go? My Hi gh Priestess
was al ways worried sonmething terrible would happen to
me if I left.

OCTOBER
Whi ch did. You were taken by--

FI SH W TH LEGS
So what happened?

DEMOOTER
It took us a long tinme to find the Herald after the
bani shment of Mamanor bus.

BUSTER
Yep. | was missing. But now |I’'m here. Were | bel ong.

OCTOBER
Do we really need to get into this?

BUSTER
| agree with the human.

FI SH W TH LEGS
Just a sec, Cctober. What happened after Mamanor bus was
bani shed?

DEMOOTER
Well, Herald of Water, after the MA@ Coalition banded
t oget her to bani sh Mananor bus- -

OCTOBER
Un | think you mean Herovia. Herovia did that.

DEMOOTER
| s that what they teach you in Herovia?

OCTOBER

No, but it’s the truth. And anyways, we don't really

After the MAG Coalition bani shed Mamanorbus, the new
rei ncarnated Herald was |lost for nearly a century.

FI SH WTH LEGS

OCTOBER

FI SH WTH LEGS

FI SH WTH LEGS
Yeah, after the | ast Elenental Creature of water

bani shed Mamanorbus, | was born. O reborn?
OCTOBER
So if the snakes free Mamanorbus. ..
DEMOOTER
Yes, if the snakes succeed, we would | ose these two
Her al ds.
OCTOBER
. ..
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DEMOOTER
As a Protectress you really should know t hese things.

BUSTER
Hey, ladies, why don’t we pivot away fromall this
nor bi d Morbus tal k.

FI SH WTH LEGS
Yeah! Let’s get back to tal king about you!

BUSTER
No. | don’t wanna tal k about ne. | don’t wanna talk
about Mamanorbus. Tell nme your nessage.

FI SH WTH LEGS
Ch, right! There are two snakes and one snake body who
are trying to kidnap you, ne and the other El enental
Creatures so they can rel ease Mamanor bus.

BUSTER
Sonebody’s trying to capture ne?

FI SH WTH LEGS
Two sonebodys. Wth one body. And a b

imp. And a
muscul ar giraffe. And a trench coat ful

of bees.

OCTOBER
They’' re a two headed snake naned Sinon and Sarfunkel. |
guess they worshi p Mamanor bus or sonething. W don’t
know much el se about them

FI SH WTH LEGS
Right after | left the glbclb, they captured nme. But |
heroically escaped. But | al so overheard them scheni ng
and they said they were comng to the Plains of

Breezil. To get you.
BUSTER
kay, well... Denpoter, do sonmething! Safe-en this

pl ace tout suite!

DEMOOTER
O course, Herald of Air.

BUSTER
This farmis the safest place in the world! You told ne
that, Denooter. You told ne no one would find ne herel

DEMOOTER

"1l go brief the other Cattle of the Wnds. Excuse ne,
Her al ds, Protectress Jones.
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NARRATOR
Denooter bows and | eaves the room
BUSTER
And you two... |Is there anything else | should know

about these snake guys?

OCTOBER
No, we don’t know nuch.

FI SH WTH LEGS
Yeah, we don’t even know where they are. W haven’t
seen them since | escaped.

BUSTER
Alright, then get out of ny office.

FI SH WTH LEGS

What ?

BUSTER
Sorry for my bluntness, but I'’mnot feeling very
tal kative right now | just found out that there s two
snakes and a blinp full of bees that are trying to kill
nme!

FI SH WTH LEGS
Actually it’s the trench coat that’s full of bees.

OCTOBER
And to clarify, the snakes share one body.

BUSTER
| don’t wanna hear it right now Get out.

FI SH W TH LEGS
Ckay. . .

OCTOBER
Cone on, Fish with Legs.

NARRATOR
Cctober leads Fish with Legs out of Buster’s office.

NARRATOR

They cl ose his door and rest against it.
OCTOBER

So... | guess we did that...
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FI SH W TH LEGS
Yeah.

OCTOBER
You mi ght get reincarnated?

FI SH WTH LEGS
Yeah. I'’msurprised | haven't nentioned that...

OCTOBER
What happens? Do you renenber your past |ives?

FI SH WTH LEGS

Un.. No. Not at all... | don't really know how any of
it works.

OCTOBER
Well | think that’s probably part of the reason why the

gl ub-- Your honme was so strict. They wanted to keep you
safe. They didn’t want to | ose you like the Cattle of
the Wnds | ost Buster. And that’'s probably why the
Cattle of the Wnds are so nice to Buster. They want
himto stay here.

FI SH WTH LEGS
No, | think it’s because they |ike bossing ne around
and using nme to make BanaNA trees grow.

OCTOBER
They don’t boss you around for fun, Fish with Legs. I'm
sure your High Priestess was just doing her best.

FI SH WTH LEGS
Hn.. | guess it’s the sane as you and your parents...
Your parents made this amazing conpany so they can
ensure that all their children have all their basic
needs net, but to you they cone off as--

OCTOBER
That’'s ridiculous and we’re not tal king about ne.

FI SH WTH LEGS
You' re right, you're right... |I'll save that for next
time we see Abby...

OCTOBER
Sure... Next tine we see Abby...

FI SH WTH LEGS
| probably have to go back hone at sone point, don't 17
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OCTOBER
Yeah, don’t you like... Miintain society or sonething?

FI SH WTH LEGS
But first, we need to finish our m ssion and warn al
the El enmental Creautres.

OCTOBER
kay. And until we finish, | promse to do ny best to
keep you safe.

FI SH WTH LEGS
You're a good friend slash adviser slash Protectress
sl ash potentially one day best friend, but those things
take tine...

OCTOBER
Thanks. Wanna | oad up on bread before we head out? |
heard it’s the best bread in the whol e world.

FI SH WTH LEGS
And then we're off to the Magma Isles to neet Phiona
t he Phoeni x, Elenental Creature of Firel

NARRATOR
Ckay... Where are these snakes!? Shouldn’t they be here
by now ?
villains
Meanwhi | e, back on the blinp... Ch. It’s enpty... And
on the ground... And in sone plains... Zzzzp! Sinon and

Sarfunkel are standing at the edge of Acul ard Forest!
They’'re at the flower patch that grows at the edge of
t he bubble of invisibility, which hides the Breezilian
farms. They are acconpanied by Miuscular Graffe and
Bees in a Trench Coat. There's a concrete box with
breathing holes by their tail and M5 has that elk
antler they found in the woods.

SARFUNKEL
Bees in a Trench Coat. Open the cage.

BEES | N A TRENCH COAT
Yes, Master Sarfunkel.

NARRATOR
Bees in a Trench Coat buzz around the front of the cage
and open it. Qut waddl es a weary... phoenix!

SARFUNKEL
Phiona... Are you prepared to be of use?
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NARRATOR
PH ONA THE PHOENI X spreads her w ngs, settles them
t hen nods up at Sarfunkel.

SI MON
We appreciate your conpliance.
SARFUNKEL
Brother, are you prepared to control her mnd?
S| MON
O course. ..
NARRATOR

Sarfunkel rears back, fangs out. He strikes, sinking
theminto Phiona s feathered neck. Both Sinon and
Phiona’s eyes flash green for a nonent. Sarfunke

rel eases Phiona. She stands docile as Sinon’s head
dangl es from Sarfunkel’ s neck.

SARFUNKEL
Excellent... Let’s begin.
NARRATOR
He slithers forward toward the field.
SARFUNKEL
On second thought, maybe we just go back to the blinp,
call it a day? This is such a boring normal field.
NARRATOR

He turns around and slithers away.

BEES I N A TRENCH COAT
Mast er Sarfunkel, | believe you--

SARFUNKEL
Ri ght of course, the barrier of confusion.

NARRATOR
He turns back around.

SARFUNKEL
But really do we care that nuch about fi nding
Mamanor bus? Are we certain that will nmake us happy?

NARRATOR
He turns back.

SARFUNKEL
Wait, no! What am | saying?
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BEES | N A TRENCH COAT
Perhaps it’s best if only Miuscular Graffe approaches
the barrier.

SARFUNKEL
O course. Muscular Graffe, you ve rendered yourself
i mune?

NARRATOR
Muscul ar G raffe nods.

SARFUNKEL
Go ahead. | nean, if you want. | wouldn’t because it’'s
obviously just a regular field. Agh! Destroy the
barrier!

NARRATOR
Muscul ar Graffe pulls a sprig of rending agrinony
out-- yeah, those yellow flowers-- froma pouch on his
trimwaist. He pours salt over it and crushes the
m xture, sprinkling it over the length of the antler.

MUSCULAR d RAFFE
aec- hay unt-say erba-vay ae-quay audi stis-ay
om NOsSus-ay usque-ay unc-nay unt-say autem ay
i nepti as-ay.

NARRATOR
The antler glows yellow, concentrated around the
points. Muscular Graffe steps forward and thrusts the
antl er against invisible resistance. The barrier bends,
shimmers fromthe contact, a wave of opal escence
gli nrering over the bubble as-- *pop!* The barrier
pops. The farmis visible now

SARFUNKEL
Excel l ent. Now brother, fly.

NARRATOR
Just as the far-off cows spot Muscular Graffe, the
phoeni x takes off and soars in the air, spewi ng plunes
of purple fire dowmn to reave the farm Cows scatter
like flash-fried ants. Reave? Doesn’t matter. There’s
action happeni ng.

SARFUNKEL
Let’ s go.

NARRATOR
He | eads the other two into the farm Fromthe seared
fields, a squad of cows w elding clubs runs to neet
t hem
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*COW War Ccrys=

SARFUNKEL
Bees in a Trench Coat. Deal with them

NARRATOR
The Bees open their trench coat and a thick stream of
themfly out and attack the cows. Sone run. Sone fall

DEMOOTER
Cattle of the Wnds! Do not retreat!

NARRATOR
Denooter is galloping in. The cows rally.

SARFUNKEL
Muscul ar G raffe. The | eader.

NARRATOR
Muscul ar Graffe drops the antler, charges toward
Denpoter, and they neet in a titanic battle of
strength. The two of them grapple each other and fal
to the ground, rolling as they westle on the torched
field.

w ndm ||
NARRATOR

Zzzzp. Sarfunkel and Bees in a Trench Coat reach the
W ndm || uni npeded.

SARFUNKEL
Search the buil ding.

NARRATOR
Bees in a Trench Coat enter the door and di sperse
t hroughout the Wndm ||, stream ng out of the coat

which falls enpty to worn hardwood floor. A snmall
cluster of bees flutter around Sarfunkel’s ear. Do
snakes have ears? He | ooks inpatient and scornful,
| ooking around. Sinon is still [Iinp.

BEES | N A TRENCH COAT
We've found him WMaster Sarfunkel. There was a series
of very conveni ent signs |eading the way.

SARFUNKEL
Bring himto ne.

NARRATOR
The Bees swarm back in, filling up their trench coat.
clunmp hovers in front of Sarfunkel, restraining Buster
Fly.

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BUSTER
Hey! Hey! M. Snake! This is all a m sunderstandi ng!
|’ m not the guy you want!

SARFUNKEL
You are the Herald of Air, you will come with nme and
you wi Il serve your purpose.

BUSTER

What ? What pur pose?

SARFUNKEL
Bees in a Trench Coat. Take himto the blinp.

BEES I N A TRENCH COAT
Yes, Master Sarfunkel .

BUSTER
Wait! No! I'mjust a regular butterfly. You don’t want
me. You want the Herald of Air! He's very brave and
speci al and- -

NARRATOR

The bees holding Buster fly into the trench coat.
OCTOBER

Unh... Stop?
NARRATOR

Sarfunkel and Bees in a Trench Coat spin back around
and see COctober standing on the bakery counter near the
front door, holding her boot knife.

SARFUNKEL

Who are you?
OCTOBER

Un .. Cctober... Jones?
SARFUNKEL

Cct ober Jones? That's a--

BEES | N A TRENCH COAT
This is the human, Mster Sarfunkel! The one who was
acconpanying the fish with |egs.

OCTOBER
Ch scry.

SARFUNKEL
Search the Wndm Il again. The fish nust be here.
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NARRATOR
The Bees open their coat and a swarm of drones spil
out and back into the Wndm|Il. October flinches.
OCTOBER
She’ s not here. The Herovi ans have her. | handed her
over!
SARFUNKEL
I f you did indeed give her to the humans, you wll cone
with us and |l ead us to her. However, | aminclined not

to believe you.

BEES I N A TRENCH COAT
We found her, sir.

OCTOBER
No!

SARFUNKEL
Excel | ent.

NARRATOR
The bees float in, holding Fish with Legs.

FI SH WTH LEGS
Let go of ne!

SARFUNKEL
This tinme Fish with Legs, you will not escape.

FI SH WTH LEGS
| think you'll find I'’mquite... slippery when wet!

NARRATOR
Fish with Legs shoots a blast of water at the bees
hol ding her, scattering them They drop as she whirls
into action at the snakes. Sarfunkel doesn’t nove, Fish
karates at him and-- his tail grabs her! Fish
struggl es, but she’s stuck.

SARFUNKEL
Not slippery enough.

FI SH WTH LEGS
No! You can't stop nme! I’ m-

NARRATOR
He shoves Fish with Legs back over to Bees in a Trench
Coat. They pick her up in their gloved hands.
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FI SH WTH LEGS
Ch no. .

SARFUNKEL
Take themto the blinp. Al three of them This human
must work for SPOOCKI. And | would |ike to know how
much she knows about Mananorbus. ..

NARRATOR
Bees in a Trench Coat approach Cctober who stunbles
back, avoi ding contact.

OCTOBER
No, no! Please don't. I'"mallergic to bees.

FI SH WTH LEGS
You're allergic to bees and you still faced them for
me? You're so brave.

SARFUNKEL
Brave, or foolish?

FI SH WTH LEGS
(whi speri ng)
Brave. ..

NARRATOR
Sarfunkel slithers over to Cctober and waps his tai
around her wist.

SARFUNKEL
[’Il take her. Bees in a Trench Coat take her knife.

NARRATOR
The trench coat floats up to her and takes her knife.

SARFUNKEL
You’'re no good to ne dead. | want to know what secrets
you know about Area 52.

NARRATOR
Cct ober clinbs neekly down off the counter. Sarfunkel
| eads Bees in a Trench Coat and their prisoners out of

the Wndm || .
out si de
NARRATOR
Qut si de-- The phoeni x and bees are still soaring and

buzzi ng through the air, terrorizing the cows.
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FI SH WTH LEGS
Ch no. .

OCTOBER
The phoeni x!

SARFUNKEL
| ndeed. W& now have three of the four El enental
Creatures. (beat) Ah! Miuscular Graffe.

NARRATOR
Muscul ar G raffe approaches with a subdued- -

FI SH WTH LEGS
Denoot er!

DEMOOTER
| apol ogi ze, Herald. | have failed you.

OCTOBER
Denpot er, they have Buster in the trench coat!

BEES | N A TRENCH CQOAT
Mast er Sarfunkel, shall we take the Protector?

SARFUNKEL
No, | eave her.

NARRATOR
He starts slithering.

OCTOBER
Wait! Denpoter! Un.. My stomach is better... |I’d hate
to feel nauseous agai n?

DEMOOTER
VWhat ?

OCTOBER
Ugh... Um.. You' |l understand.

SARFUNKEL
What are you--

NARRATOR
Before he can finish, October grabs her knife from Bees
in a Trench Coat.

OCTOBER
ow
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NARRATOR
But she gets stung!

SARFUNKEL
Bees in a Trench-- AH

NARRATOR
Cct ober swings her knife over and stabs Sarfunkel in
his tail.

SI MON
Ah!

NARRATOR
Si non’ s head pops up.

SI MON
VWhat was that!?

DEMOOTER
Ah! | seel

NARRATOR
As Sinon | ooks around, confused, Denpoter throws
Msucul ar Graffe to the ground and grabs both Cctober
and Fish with Legs with green powder on her hands.

DEMOOTER
Eti amay ac-hay ice-vay on-nay om nosa-ay!

NARRATOR
*poof » They vani sh.

SI MON
What was that!?

SARFUNKEL
Bees in a Trench Coat, secure the phoenix and bring the
butterfly to the blinp! Now

BEES I N A TRENCH COAT
Yes, Master Sarfunkel .

SI MON
Sar funkel ! \What just happened?

NARRATOR
*poof » Denooter’s back! Wthout Fish and Cctober! She
spots Bees in a Trench Coat hovering away.

DEMOOTER
Herald! |'m-
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NARRATOR
Denpoter falls to the ground as the snakes’ tail waps
around her |eg and drags her in.

SI MON
Bite her, Sarfunkel.

NARRATOR
Sarfunkel sinks his fangs into Denooter’s shoul der. Her
eyes flash green and Sinon falls |inp. Denpoter stops
struggling. She turns to Sarfunkel.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
What happened here, Sarfunkel? Was that Fish with Legs?

SARFUNKEL
It’s alright, Sinon. W managed to acquire the
butterfly.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
Was that Fish with Legs!?

SARFUNKEL
We can discuss this |later.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
Sar f unkel !

SARFUNKEL
Yes, it was. Her human conpani on hel ped her escape.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
Oh, what are we going to do! She escaped us twi ce! Ch
Sarfunkel we’'re doomed. We'I| never neet Mananorbus. .

SARFUNKEL
Pl ease, brother. Keep the Cattle of the Wnds cal m
while we return to the blinp. W can schene once we
have |eft.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON

*si ghx Fine...
SARFUNKEL
Excel | ent.
NARRATOR
Sar funkel and Muscul ar Graffe head back the way they
came. |... have no idea where Cctober and Fish are. Um

Zzzp. Zzzzp. | hope they're okay... Zzzp..

*sighs* Back at the farm Denpoter’s body lies in the
grass, feigning unconsciousness. Cow guards creep out

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NARRATOR (cont’ d)
fromthe edges of the farm where they were hiding from
fire and bees. Wien there’s a small crowd standing
hel pl essly around, Denpoter’s body sits up with a gasp.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
Cattle of the Wnds, help ne.

NARRATOR
The guards rush forward and help their | eader up.
There’s a bit of a stunble and then relief as
Denooter’s body stands tall, |ooking over the Cattle.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
My people, | have happy news. Though we have suffered
t he i nvaders’ barbs and burned beneath their flanes,
they did not find what they sought. The Herald of the
Air is hidden sonewhere they could not find him This
was a stal enate.

NARRATOR
The guards nod, damaged but reassured.

DEMOOTER/ SI MON
Now pl ease, get to work repairing our hone. I will go
retrieve the Herald fromhis sanctuary.

NARRATOR
Si non wal ks Denooter through the crowd, touching a
shoul der here, clasping a hand there. Conforting the
guards. He smles with her nouth, sharply. It probably
just seens fierce with victory to them but to ne it
| ooks like it should come with fangs. Bl eh, creepy.
Let’'s stop.
